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ENGLISH PAPER 3 MARKING SCHEME	
Question 1: 
Question one aims at testing the candidate’s ability to communicate. The linguistic mark should carry the day. Communication can be gauged at different levels. 
Deciding the class and allocation of marks. 
Read each composition and decide which class it falls in before assigning it a mark based on the following criteria. Then subject each of them to the deductions, if any. 
General classifications 
A – Class Essays (16-20 marks) 
The candidate communicates not only fluently but also attractively with originality and efficiency. He has the ability to make us share his/her deep feelings, emotions, enthusiasms. He or she expresses himself/ herself freely and with no visible constraint. The script gives evidence of Maturity, good planning and often humour. Many items of merit which indicate that the candidate has complete command of the language. There is no stain, just pleasantness, clever arrangement, felicity of expression. 
A- 16-17 
The candidate shows competence and fluency in using the language. He may lack imagination or originality which usually provides the “spark” in such essays. Vocabulary, idiom sentence structure, links, variety are impressive. Gross errors are very few. 
A 18 
Positive ability. A few errors that are felt to be slips. The story or argument has a definite impact. No grammar problems. Variety of structures. A definite spark. Many margin ticks. 
A+ 19-20 
The candidate communicates not only information but meaning, but also and especially the candidate’s whole self: his /her feelings, tastes, point of view, youth, and culture. This ability to communicate deeply may express himself in a wide range of effective vocabulary, original approach, vivid and sustained account in the case of a narrative, well developed and ordered argument in the case of a debate or discussion. Errors and slips should not deprive the candidate of the full marks he deserves. A very definite spark (very memorable). 
B – Class Essays (11-15 marks) 
This class is characterized by great fluency and easy of expression without strain. The candidate demonstrates that he/she can use English as a normal way of expressing himself/herself. Sentences are varied and usually well-constructed. Some candidates become ambitious or even over- ambitious. There are many items of merit of one word or expression type. Many essays in this category may be just clean and unassuming, but they still show that the candidate is at ease with the language. 
B- (11-12) 
The candidate communicates fairly and with some fluency. There may be little variety in sentence structure. Gross errors are still found occasionally, but this must not be over punished by the examiner.
B (13) 
The sentences are varied but rather simple and straight forward. The candidate does not strain himself in an effort to impress. There is a fair range of vocabulary and idiom. Natural and effortless. Some items of merit, economy of language. 
B+ (14-15) 
The candidate communicates his ideas pleasantly and without strain. There are errors and slips. Tenses, spelling and punctuation are good. A number of items of merit of the “whole sentence” or “whole expression” (margin ticks). 
C  Class Essays. (06-10 marks) 
Candidate communicates understandably but only more or less clearly. He or she is not confident with his/her language. Subject is often underdeveloped. There may be some digressions. Unnecessary repetitions frequent. The arrangement is weak and flow jerky. There is no economy of language. Mother tongue influence is felt. 
C- (06-07) 
The candidate finds it obviously hard to communicate his/her ideas. He/she is seriously hampered by his limited knowledge of structure and vocabulary. This results in many gross errors of agreement, spelling, and misuse of prepositions, tenses verb agreement and sentence construction. 
C (08) 
The candidate communicates but with not consistent clarity. His/her linguistic abilities being very limited, he/she cannot avoid frequent errors in sentence structure. There is little variety or originality. Very bookish English, links are weak, incorrect, repeated at times. 
C+ 09-10 
The candidate communicates in a flat and uncertain manner. Simple concept sentence forms are often strained. There may be an overuse of clichés, unsuitable idioms. Proverbs are misquoted or misinterpreted. The flow is jerky. There are some errors of agreement, tenses and spellings. 
D – Class essays (01-05 marks) 
The candidate does not communicate at all. His language ability is so minimal that the examiner practically has to guess what the candidate wants to say. The candidate fails to fit the English words he/she knows into meaningful sentences. The subject is glanced at or distorted. Practically no valid punctuation. All kinds of errors (“Broken English”) are evident. 
D- (01-02) 
Chaotic, little meaning whatsoever. Question paper or some words from it simply copied. 
D (03) 
Flow of thought almost impossible to follow. The errors are continuous 
D+ (04) 
Although the English is broken and the essay is full of errors of all types, we can at least guess what the candidate wants to say. 

POINTS OF INTERPRETATION 
a) Write a composition beginning with… “The noise from the neighbourhood was so loud…”
· It must be a story 
· It must begin with the given words (If not -2AD) 
· The story must focus on an event that either has a positive or a negative outcome
· If irrelevant deduct up to 4 marks 
b) Proverb “all that glitters is not gold”
· It must be a story illustrating the proverb. (If not -4AD) 
· The story must bring out a situation in which the character is in the company of a person/people who share similar characteristics. The outcome of such company can either be positive or negative

Q2. COMPULSORY. FATHERS OF THE NATION
Long suffering and injustices make an individual too willing to join a movement that brings forth change.  
Paul Vitta’s Novel Fathers of Nation shows how many characters are thirsty to bring forth change that will avenge their mistreatment and punish their oppressors.  This is evident in how characters like /Professor Karanja Kimani and Captain Ngobile Melusi, among others, jump on the opportunity to join AGDA.
Karanja Kimani has suffered low pay, unemployment, and even jail among other things.  Being a professor, Kimani  joins Nairobi University as a research head.  He is keen to make education lucrative, but he is frustrated by poor political goodwill and low pay.  He is unable to afford his family a good life.  His daughter dies in an accident on a public bus because he cannot get her a car to use.  His wife is also taken by a lowly educated member of parliament, Newborn Walomu.  This makes Karanja so bitter, and when Tad Longway approaches him, he joins AGDA to get a resolution that will bring forth good leadership.
Secondly, Pastor Chineke Chiamaka falls out with the president of Nigeria and eventually joins AGDA to champion Path Alpha.  Having been a notorious criminal offender, Chiamaka changes his ways when he survives a grisly accident.  He resorts to becoming a preacher to acknowledge the miracles of surviving the accident.  His preaching, however, is halted, and he is jailed after he criticizes the Nigerian president, who would not stand any criticism.  When he is offered a dance to join AGDA, Chiamaka is delighted and hopes to champion Path Alpha to get back to his preaching.
Additionally, Captain Ngobile Melusi is so grateful to Tad Longway when he is offered the opportunity to join AGDA.  He has been a victim of bad governance and animosity from the Zimbabwean president.   Betrayal is served to him when they are ejected from the government simply because of their ethnic background despite fighting for independence together with the president.  He loses his business and his wife and is reduced to one that cannot afford a meal.  When he joins AGDA, he hopes to push forward Path Alpha.  Also, while at the summit, he resolves to kill the president of Zimbabwe to avenge the death of his wife.  This clearly indicates the bitterness from the long suffering he has undergone.
Finally, Engineer Tahir joins AGDA to renew his passion after the leader of Libya blatantly betrays him after the disbandment of the fist of Allah.  Tahir’s dream was to see Libya become a country with its weapons so that it could deter the enemy.  His president is, however, cowed by the AL Qaeda attack on America and discontinues support of the Fist of Allah due to fear.  Eventually, Tahir’s passion is directed to a lady with whom they violently collide, leading to him losing an eye.  He ultimately embraces the offer to join AGDA as he views it as a way of redirecting his passion.  He, however, has an injured self – esteem due to the artificial eye on his face.  This frustration and low self – esteem make him want to come up with a resolution that will be against the will of African presidents.
In conclusions, frustration in life brings forth a desire to join groups that oppose the tormentors, as is the case of Pastor Chiamaka Chineke and Engineer Seif Tahir.
3. OPTIONAL 
Q3a. In a society today, some people who have power end up abusing it " Drawing illustration's from Naquib Mahfouz A man of Awesome Powers, justify the above statement.
Introduction
Many people who are in powerful positions or who have been gifted with some sort of power tend to abuse it - Instead of utilizing it for improvement of the society at large, they use it for own selfish interests or to punish those that have wronged some scenario is seen in «A Man of Awesome Power through a number of illustrations:

Q3b The Play; Adipo Sidang’; Parliament of Owls

Introduction
It is true to say that for every choice we make we should always be prepared for the results whether good or bad. (Accept any other relevant introduction)
Body
Ci Royal Owl fails to act when it is necessary hence suffering the consequences. Injustices are happening in the Birds Kingdom. The Snakes raid the birds’ nests and steal eggs in broad daylight. This is organized by Money Bags to create insecurity so that he can get the chance to introduce the Law of Bird Protection. Moreover, Parliament of Owls passes laws that only favour the Owls but affect the other birds yet the Royal Owl does not intervene. I n addition, political assassinations such as the killing of Arum Tidi occur but the king does not act. This decision proves to be wrong as the birds get tired of his inaction and therefore they take matters into their hands and remove him together with the Owls from parliament and the leadership of Birds Kingdom

Q3c) An Artist of the Floating World - Effects of war

Dii  Closure of business. Mrs Kawakami finds it hard to believe that is the same district where she first opened her little place those sixteen or seventeen years ago for nothing really remains of the old pleasure district which was vibrant. Business had become increasingly difficult for her. After the war, most of Mrs Kawakami’s old competitors close up their businesses and leave and she more than once considers doing the same. The place becomes nothing but a desert of demolished rubble. Something inside Mrs Kawakami seems to have broken and sagged as she refers to the place as “war damage.” The Migi-Hidari sustains blown-out windows and part of the roof is fallen in.
Diii Loss of lives:- Ono loses his son Kenji and his wife Michiko-due to the war. Kenji with 23 other young men die while attempting a hopeless charge across a mine field. However, the ashes are buried a year after his death. When they arrive, there is no assurance that they are indeed Kenji’s and Kenji’s alone because they are mixed with those of his comrades. Soldiers sang them as they were marching or before a battle. After the war Mr Naguchi felt that his songs were a sort of a mistake.
