i. It can lead to the extinction of mankind because it prevents human beings from fulfilling the reproductive function.  ii. It destructs natural life as people become slaves of their lusts.  iv. Leads to moral degradation and lack of respect to those who practice it.  vi. iii. 	If the husband is physically and mentally able to earn a living but is not a good provider for his wife (and any children they have).  iv. 	A woman can also leave her husband if she finds him not sufficiently religious, failing to follow the traditional rules and protocols of Islam.  
v. Desertion by either of the spouse provided a sufficient period has elapsed between the abandonment and the request for divorce.  
vi. Failing to meet conjugal needs, if physically able by either of the spouses.

(b) Accusations leveled against caliph Uthman 
i. That Uthman was extravagant.  
ii. He is alleged to have burnt the holyQur’an.  
iii. He was accused of levying zakat on horses yet the prophet never did the same 
iv. That he  spent zakat fund on warfare.. 
v. He was accused obf nepotism that he allowed his clansmen of banu umayya to grazetheir animals on state pastures 
vi. He was critisised for making innovations in islam. He made full prayers at Arafat and 
Mina thoughv the prophet had shortened them vii. 	He was accused of calling back his uncle Hakambin As to Madina after 17 yrs who was exiled by the holy prophet. This decision was not liked by some prominent companions and also by the the muslim public. 
viii. He was accused for mistreating the prophet’s companions eg Abu Dharr who was not in favor of accumulating money in Baitul Maal started spreading his ideas and got many followers in Syria. Uthman was accused of calling him back in Madina and forcing him to live in a village. 
ix. He was criticized because he exapanded the prophets mosque and that in Makkah. Theowners of the houses that were demolished during  the expansions refused the compensations and raised great outcry against it.

(c) Discuss the measures put by the prophet to eradicated slavery 
i. Slaves were asked to buy their freedom. 
ii. The prophet discouraged by preaching against the trade. iii. 	He used to buy slaves from their masters and give them their freedom. iv. 	He gave them high rank e.g. Bilal bin Rabah. 
v. The prophet (S.A.W) preached about brotherhood and unity of man as all are equal infront of Allah. 
vi. He advocated for fair treatment of slaves. 
vii. One could explate himself from sin by freeing a slave if he/she did not fast during Ramadhan. 
viii. The prophet (S.A.W) in his farewell speech stressed on the honour and dignity of man who included slaves

5. (a) Achievements of the Fatimids 
i. Spread of Islam to different areas eg Iran and Indonesia 
ii. Spread of Islamic teachings ie people adopted the Islamic ways like prayers, giving zakat etc and the mode of dressing 
iii. They adopted the Arabic language as the official language of the state 
iv. Art and architecture were given a great importance leading to the construction of many tombs and mosques 
v. During their reign Egypt was developed to have bigger houses and buildings 
vi. They established Al-Azhar mosque and Al-Azhar University in Cairo, Egypt 
vii. They developed and promoted international trade and industry 
viii. They developed the field of science eg by supporting and paying the scientists well 
ix. Improvement of agriculture which provided enough food and raw materials for industries 
x. They divided provinces to districts for easy administration 
xi. They manufactured of war ships to protect the Islamic empire 
xii. They established the city of Cairo which became the centre for administration, education, culture and the capital of Egypt

(b) Influence of islam at the East Coast of Africa upto the 15th century 
i. Trade was established between the Arbs and the people of East Africa Coast 
ii. Muslim traders settled along the coast and their settlements developed into city states 
iii. Islamic religion spread to the inhabitants of the region 
iv. Intermarriages between the local population and Muslim traders resulted in the 
v. development of the Swahili people, culture and language 
vi. Centers of learning (madrassas) were established in the region. 
vii. They introduced new architectural designs which were adopted by the local people. 
viii. They made East Africa known by the rest of trhe world 
ix. They introduced new crops in the region.

(c) socio-political and economic contributions of khalif Umar bin Abdul Aziz of the Ummayad dynasty. 

i. Under his instructions a population census was taken on the diverse nationalities, races and creeds, inhabiting the state.  
ii. A survey of the entire peninsula including those of her cities, rivers, seas and mountains was made.  
iii. He improved Agriculture by carrying out a survey on the nature of the soil; varieties of products as well as mineral resources available. He asked his Governors to encourage their people to carry out farming and would repossess any land untilled for three years.  
iv. He allowed his people to break their oath of allegiance to him, if he wavered from the path of Allah (SWT).  
v. A number of bridges in southern Spain were constructed and repaired.  
vi. All over his vast empire thousands of public wells and inns were constructed.  vii. 	Charitable dispensaries were also opened to assist the poor.  viii. 	A spacious Friday Mosque was built at Saragossa in northern Spain.  
ix. The Buit-ul-Maal (Public Treasury) was used for the sake of the poor Muslims. He ended the misappropriation that was done by the Umayyads.  
x. He reformed the taxation and made adequate arrangements for easy realization of taxes. He reduced the taxes for the non Muslims and the Muslims were exempted from paying taxes.  
xi. He paid special attention to the prison reforms and instructed his General of Prisons to make weekly inspection of jails. Every prisoner was given a monthly allowance and proper seasonal clothing. Education of the prisoners led to their reformation.  
xii. Umar Bin Abdul Aziz was very kind and just towards the non-Muslims and he made no distinction between the Arabs and non Arabs.  
xiii. He set a code of conduct for the rulers where justice was the measure for good administration. Any ruler who was unjust was dismissed.  
xiv. The postal services were made more efficient and accessible for the public.  
xv. He forbade unpaid labour and raised the salaries for the workers as an incentive for hard work.

v. He started a study on interaction / relationship between psychology and health 
vi. Made contribution in area in of pharmacology where he described 800 different ailments that affect the body and the drugs that cure them 
vii. He practiced as a physician and other medical experts consulted him on professional matters. 
viii. The influence of Ibn Sina spread to other institutions of higher learning that his works were translated into local languages for use especially on medicine 
ix. He made a thorough study on human anatomy and did research on many diseases of which were a great help to humanity. 
x. He prescribed the healing power of prayer.
